
Middletown Township Summer Camp 2016 
Junior & Senior Camp, Ages 4-12 

at Indian Lane Elementary School 
 

We asked our 2015 campers last summer how we could make camp 
more fun & we used their suggestions in creating this year’s calendar. 

This year’s Middletown Township Summer Camp is improved with better 
games, more creative activities, and as always, we will have our great 

counselors who love to play with all of our campers. 
We anticipate that this will be our best summer ever!  

 
This year camp features a new exotic animal show, water games, a visit from a 
magician & many more fun things for our campers! Of course camp wouldn’t be 
the same if we didn’t play some of the traditional games that our campers love 
or have some of our favorite visitors stop by!  We are very excited to add some 
new ideas into the mix, including a visit from new puppeteer, Abby London & a 

new drop-0ff at Putt-Putt Fun Center. 
 

Just like last year, both the junior and senior camps will be located at Indian 
Lane.  However, the junior (4-9 years old) and senior (10-12 years old) camps will 
be separated, starting with different morning circles, to allow both groups to 

focus on age-appropriate games and activities. 
 

Camp runs (Monday-Friday) June 27th to August 5th 2016 

Drop-off is from 8:30 - 8:45 AM 
Pick-up is from 11:45 AM – 12:00 PM 

*  Be sure to pick up your child by 12:00 PM so you don’t get charged a late fee.  * 
 
Camp is held at Indian Lane Elementary School which is located at 309 South Old 

Middletown Road in Media. (Directions:  From Rt. 1, south on Rt. 352, make a 
left onto South Old Middletown Road - Indian Lane School is on the left). 

 
Registration begins Monday, March 14th & continues until camp is full.  All of 

the camp information is available earlier than in previous years so that all 
families have plenty of time to sign-up their children!  Registration forms are 

available online, and must be filled out & either mailed to 
Middletown Township, Parks & Recreation Dept., P.O. Box 157, Lima, Pa 19037 

or dropped off between the hours of 9:00 AM – to 4:00 PM  Monday – Friday 
at the Township Building (27 N. Pennell Road). 

 
Sign-ups are by the week, so you may choose which weeks you wish to send 

your child to camp.  Please note that in order for your child to be eligible to 
  



receive a free camp T-shirt, he/she must be registered for at least two weeks of 
camp.  Otherwise, T-shirts may be purchased for $8.00 each. 

 
** Please note that if this is the very first time your child is signing up for camp, 
be sure to include a copy of his/her birth certificate with the registration form.

The cost of camp will be slightly higher than in previous years, but it is still 
the best value for your money in our area!  The cost for each week of camp is $67 
for Middletown Township residents & $72 for non-residents (these fees do not 
include the drop-off events).  You have the opportunity to save money by signing 
up for numerous weeks at one time! 
 

To take advantage of the EARLY sign-up discount you  

NEED TO SIGN UP BY FRIDAY, APRIL 29th 
 

For Middletown Township residents, the savings are: 
 

$191 for 3 weeks (instead of $201) – SAVE $10! 
$253 for 4 weeks (instead of $268) – SAVE $15! 
$315 for 5 weeks (instead of $335) – SAVE $20! 

 

ONLY $377 for ALL 6 weeks (instead of $402) – SAVE $25! 

 

**  Non-residents have the same discount opportunity  ** 
$206/3 weeks, $273/4 weeks, $340/5 weeks & $407/all 6 weeks!   

 

CHECKS & CASH are PREFERRED 
We will accept credit cards or debit cards, but must charge a nominal fee. 

 

“Drop-off events” are held each week at local places such as Oasis Family Fun 
Center, Conchester Bowling Lanes, Putt-Putt Fun Center, Hidden Hollow Swim 
Club & Linvilla Orchards.  Each drop-off event takes the place of regular camp 
at Indian Lane, and therefore, no camp is held at Indian Lane on drop-off days. 
To avoid any confusion on each drop-off day, money for drop-off events is due 
the Monday of that week & is payable only by cash or check.  Payment should be 
placed in an envelope clearly marked on the front with your child’s name and the 

name of the drop-off event.
