Minutes of Annual Reorganization Meeting of Township Council held on Monday, January 6,
2014, at 8:00 PM in the Township Building, 27 N. Pennell Road

1. Chairperson Ms. Bradshaw opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to
the Flag.

2. Administration of Oaths of Office

Ms. Bradshaw welcomed Magisterial District Justice Walter A. Strohl, who
administered the oath of office to Margaret Amoroso, Council member for the Second District,
and Christopher Quinn, Council representative for the Fourth District.

Judge Strohl congratulated the Council members and stated it was a pleasure to
officiate for the administration of the oaths of office. Ms. Bradshaw expressed appreciation to

Judge Strohl for taking time from his busy schedule to officiate.

Mr. Clark announced that Mr. Shropshire, Council member at large, was unable to
be present this evening and was sworn in previously by Judge Strohl.

3. Comments from the Public

There were no comments from the public.
4. New Business

A. Election of Council Chairman for 2014

Mr. Galloway moved that Mark Kirchgasser be elected Chairman of the Township
Council of Middletown Township for the year ending January 5, 2015. Mrs. Amoroso seconded
the motion, and Resolution 2014-1 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0. Mr. Galloway stated
that he would like to commend Ms. Bradshaw for her service as chairperson during 2013 and her
efforts were appreciated.

B. Election of Council Vice Chairman for 2014

Mr. Galloway moved that Norman Shropshire be elected Vice Chairperson of the
Township Council of Middletown Township for the year ending January 5, 2015. Mr. Quinn
seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-2 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.
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C. Appointment of Township Solicitor

Mr. Galloway moved that Joseph A. Damico, Jr.,/Petrikin, Wellman, Damico, Brown &
Petrosa be appointed Township Solicitor for the year ending January 5, 2015, and that he shall be
compensated by such fees as are earned in the operation of this office at a monthly retainer of
$1,000 and an additional hourly rate of $150 for other legal services. Ms. Bradshaw seconded
the motion and Resolution 2014-3 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

Mr. Kirchgasser expressed appreciation to Mr. Damico for his excellent services and
legal advice to Council over the years and noted that the Township benefits greatly from his

expertise.

D. Establishment of Council Meeting Dates for 2014

Mr. Galloway moved that the Middletown Township Council will hold regular public
meetings according to the scheduled dates below: January 13, January 27, February 10,
February 24, March 10, March 24, April 14, April 28, May 12, June 9, June 23, July 14, July
28, August 11, August 25, September 8, September 22, October 27, November 10, November
24, December 8, 2014, and Reorganization Meeting, Monday, January 5, 2015 at 8 PM.
Special meetings may be held as provided for in the Home Rule Charter and Administrative
Code.

Ms. Bradshaw seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-4 was approved by unanimous
vote 6-0.

E. Board and Committee Appointments

1. Zoning Hearing Board

Mr. Carlson moved that Christian Davis be appointed a member of the Zoning Hearing
Board of Middletown Township for a five-year term expiring January 7, 2019. Ms. Bradshaw
seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-5 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

2. Planning Commission

Mr. Carlson moved that Gregory Reitze and Anthony Mirenda be appointed as members
of the Planning Commission for a four-year term expiring January 2, 2018. Ms. Bradshaw
seconded the motion and Resolution 2014-6 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

3. Parks and Recreation Committee

Mr. Carlson moved that the following persons be appointed as members of the
Middletown Township Parks and Recreation Committee for a one-year term expiring January 5,
2015: Jeff Koenig, Matthew Ferry, William Shaw, Peter Wolff, Sharon Bradley, Jaclyn Clancy,
and Karen Holm. Ms. Bradshaw seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-7 was approved by
unanimous vote 6-0.
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4, Sewer Authority

Mr. Carlson moved that Dean Helm, Jr. be appointed to serve on the Middletown
Township Sewer Authority for a five-year term ending January 7, 2019. Ms. Bradshaw
seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-8 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

5. Township Representatives to the Library Board

Mr. Carlson moved that David Irving and Timothy Joyce be appointed Township
representatives to the Library Board for a one-year term expiring January 5, 2015. Ms.
Bradshaw seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-9 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

6. Board of Health

Mr. Carlson moved that the following person be appointed as a member of the
Middletown Township Board of Health for a three-year term expiring January 3, 2017: Vincent
Caligiuri. Mrs. Amoroso seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-10 was approved by
unanimous vote 6-0.

7. Business Liaison Committee

Ms. Bradshaw moved that the following persons be appointed as members of the
Middletown Township Business Liaison Committee for a one-year term expiring January 5,
2015: Andrea Vonada, Peter McGuinn, Carla Payne, Shirley Booth, and David Belanger, Ex
Officio. Lorraine Bradshaw will serve as Council representative. Mrs. Amoroso seconded the
motion, and Resolution 2014-11 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0. Mr. Kirchgasser noted
that there is one vacant slot on the committee to be filled.

8. Fire Apparatus Committee

Ms. Bradshaw moved that the following people be appointed to the Fire Apparatus
Committee for a one-year term expiring January 5, 2015: Michael Neary, Scott Reitze, Robert
Clancy, Jim Moretti, Gene Ontjes, Mark Kirchgasser, and Norm Shropshire. Mrs. Amoroso
seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-12 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

F. Appointment of Township Zoning Officers

Mrs. Bradshaw moved that the Township Engineer, Code Enforcement Officer, and
Assistant Manager/Zoning Officer of Middletown Township shall be appointed Zoning Officers
for a one-year term expiring January 5, 2015. Mr. Carlson seconded the motion, and Resolution
2014-13 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

G. Appointment of Dog Law Officer

Ms. Bradshaw moved that Allen Strickler, Strickler Animal Control, be appointed Special
Police Officer for Dog Law Enforcement in Middletown Township for a one-year term expiring
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January 5, 2015. Mr. Carlson seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-14 was approved by
unanimous vote 6-0.

H. Appointment of Fire Police

Ms. Bradshaw moved that the following persons be appointed as Fire Police of
Middletown Township for a one-year term expiring January 5, 2015.

Mrs. Amoroso seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-15 was approved by unanimous vote
6-0.

I Establish Bonding Level for Township Treasurer

Mr. Quinn moved that the Township Treasurer be bonded in the amount of $1,000,000
and that the premium thereon be paid by the Township, subject to the approval of the Board of
Auditors. Ms. Bradshaw seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-16 was approved by
unanimous vote 6-0.

J. Retention of Safe Deposit Box

Mr. Quinn moved that the Township shall retain safe deposit box 118 at Republic Bank
(Media Branch) for the purpose of safe-guarding various Township documents. Ms. Bradshaw
seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-17 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

K. Designation of Bank Depositories

Mr. Quinn moved that the following depositories as listed are authorized to be used for
the year 2014 with accounts as set forth in the resolution: TD Bank, PA Local Government
Investment Trust (PLGIT), PA School District Liquid Asset Fund (PSDLAF), Bank of New
York, Sun East Federal Credit Union, Franklin Mint Federal Credit Union, Bryn Mawr Trust
Company, United Savings Bank, Sovereign Bank, Republic Bank, Citadel Federal Credit Union,
Iron Workers Bank, and Citizens Bank. The Finance Director and Manager will be required and
are hereby authorized to sign checks and to make withdrawals from these accounts. For accounts
designated by an asterisk, the Assistant Township Manager is authorized as an alternate signer to
the Township Manager. For accounts designated by a double asterisk, the Sewer Authority
Manager and/or any Sewer Authority Board Members will be required to sign checks and to
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make withdrawals from these accounts. Council reserves the right to use additional depositories
during the calendar year 2014 upon passage of a supplementary resolution adding such banks as
depositories. Mr. Galloway seconded the motion, and Resolution 2014-18 was approved by
unanimous vote 6-0.

L. Establish Manning Table and Schedule of Salaries and Wages for 2014

Mrs. Amoroso moved that the attached listing of titles and authorized positions be
adopted as the official Manning Table for 2014, and compensated based upon the attached
Authorized Pay Schedule dated January 1, 2014. Mr. Galloway seconded the motion, and
Resolution 2014-19 was approved by unanimous vote 6-0.

M. Establish Holiday Schedule

Mrs. Amoroso moved for adoption of the holiday schedule for 2014:

Ms. Bradshaw seconded the motion, and the motion was approved by unanimous
vote 6-0.

N. Consideration for Adoption — An Ordinance Enacting and Levying Certain Tax
Rates on All Real Property Within the Township

Mrs. Amoroso moved for adoption of the Ordinance enacting and levying certain tax
rates on all real property within the Township subject to taxation for the fiscal year 2014 as
follows:

Ms. Bradshaw seconded the motion, and Ordinance No. 745 was adopted by vote 5-0
with one abstention (Mr. Quinn). Mr. Kirchgasser noted that the property tax rate has remained
unchanged since 2010.

0. Approval of Bill List

Mr. Kirchgasser read aloud the bills presented for Council’s consideration for approval
for payment.

Mr. Carlson moved that payments under the January 6, 2014 Bill List be authorized for
payment by the Finance Department:
